A 

simple shift in the track does not fully insure the safety of track goers.

I strongly oppose the Te Ara Tipuna resource consent application. My opposition is based on the following 

aspects: 

Cultural and Historical Impact: The application insufficiently addresses the potential disruption and desecration 

of culturally and historically significant sites, including wāhi tapu and archaeological areas. While the 

application references mitigating impacts, it lacks robust mechanisms to ensure these sites are respected and 

preserved. One would be very naive to assume people who use the trails will stick only to the trails. 

Environmental and Ecological Concerns: The proposed trail passes through sensitive coastal, wetland, and 

forested areas. The ecological assessments highlight risks such as vegetation clearance, sedimentation of 

waterways, and potential disturbance of native species habitats. These risks are not adequately mitigated, 

especially in areas identified as significant ecological zones. 

Insufficient Consultation with Affected Communities: While the application claims engagement with iwi, hapū, 

and landowners, the scale and impact of this consultation are questionable. Concerns from local communities, 

including their input on the trail's alignment and cultural narratives, are inadequately reflected in the plans. We 

are Te Whanau A Apanui, not Ngati Porou. I'm aware they are saying 75% of land is theirs, but I'm also aware 

that many of their own whanau are not in support of the trails either (reference 3:15:17 Ngati Porou hui a tau 

2024). 

Infrastructure and Maintenance Concerns: The application underestimates the ongoing costs and challenges of 

maintaining a 500km trail, particularly in areas prone to erosion, landslides, and coastal hazards. The erection 

of toileting facilities on our coastlines will not be tolerated. These are our traditional kai gathering areas. The 

long-term viability and safety for users remain uncertain whether that be of the terrain, other-worldly unrest 

causation or extremely unhappy whanau from disturbing their quiet enjoyment of their idyllic vista or from 

nosy tourists veering off track whether on purpose or by accident into dangerous areas on private land. 

Economic and Social Risks: While the application promotes economic and recreational benefits, it fails to 

address potential inequities in who benefits from the development. There is insufficient emphasis on ensuring 

that local communities are the primary beneficiaries rather than external entities or tourism operators. It is 

extremely unlikely that Te Whānau-A-Apanui will benefit from this Ngāti Porou project. 

The reasons for making my submission are (briefly describe the reasons for your views: 

I am a mokopuna of Hiria Butler. Our property of TE POITO 3B ML 8954 BLK IV WHANGAPARAOA SD 

is multiply owned, although on records it sits under the name of Hiria Butler as the owner notified. Hiria Butler 

and Ken Butler passed away some time ago and the next generation of their children, including my mother 

rightly have inherited ownership. This property will be encroached upon, and this is unacceptable to our whanau 

including the mokopuna to follow.  

I've been made aware that there was a collective submission on behalf of the hapū from our marae, Maru o 

Hinemakaho opposing this project sometime ago and on behalf of those of our whānau that opposed the project 

then and have since passed, I submit that they are also opposed now. 

Our parents who are still alive, ourselves, our children and their children swim in our creek, Tauranga te awa. 

Their safe waterway will be very negatively affected, with an increase of traffic and other construction activities.   

The proposed trail, although a paper road in the council records is an illegal road, as this road was the proposed 

original path for State Highway 35 that was to be confiscated in a not dissimilar way to this application. 

However, at the time the road was built, the direction in which it was constructed was altered without consent 

and split Te Poito 3B in half without owners consent. This was told to me directly from my grandfather Kenneth 



 

Butler, husband of Hiria Butler. This property is private land. Therefore, stay out. We have no problem with 

putting gates up on our property. It is not an easement. #notonemoreacre #Toitu te Tiriti 

I wish the Commissioner Panel to make the following decision (give details, including the 
nature of any conditions sought): 

I strongly demand that the Gisborne District Council decline the resource consent applications for Te Ara 

Tipuna Charitable Trust and terminate Te Ara Tipuna Trail immediately.  

Should the Council consider granting the application, I seek the imposition of the following conditions to 
address the concerns raised:  

Exclude our property: Exclude Te Poito 3B and our whanau from the trauma of further land confiscations. We 

have never stopped the public from walking our beach. We will defend our property from being further 

encroached upon and from our quiet enjoyment of it being affected. We do not support it proceeding at all. 

Cultural Safeguards: Comprehensive cultural impact assessments must be conducted for all sections of the trail. 

Tangible protections for wāhi tapu, archaeological sites, and areas of cultural significance must be implemented, 

with oversight by Te Whanau-A-Apanui mana whenua representatives. Ongoing consultation with iwi, hapū, 

and affected landowners must be documented and transparent, with a mechanism for their concerns to be 

incorporated into the project. Our whānau in wairua have oversight of this area and in terms of safety of 

strangers, we are unable to guarantee this when they are not accompanied by one of our own. 

Environmental Protections: A robust ecological management plan must be in place to mitigate impacts on 

sensitive coastal, wetland, and forest ecosystems. Independent ecological monitoring must be conducted pre- 

and post-construction, with enforceable measures to remedy any adverse impacts. Vegetation clearance and 

construction must avoid areas of significant indigenous flora and fauna, and where avoidance is not feasible, 

replanting programs using native species should be mandatory. 

Community Consultation and Engagement: Genuine and ongoing engagement with all affected communities, 

including full disclosure of potential impacts and opportunities for feedback on trail alignment. Binding 

agreements with local landowners regarding access and the mitigation of potential disruptions to their lands and 

livelihoods. 

Economic Equity: Specific measures to ensure that economic benefits, such as employment and tourism 

opportunities, prioritise local communities, especially iwi and hapū, over external entities.  

Safety and Maintenance: A detailed maintenance and risk management plan must be developed to address 

geotechnical hazards, coastal erosion, and user safety. Sufficient funding for trail upkeep and risk mitigation 

must be secured for each property owner/group/entity, whether owned traditionally or registered through the 

colonisers system BEFORE construction begins.  

Public Access and Amenity: Guarantees that public access to the coastline and other public areas is not reduced 

or compromised. Trails near private lands must include clear delineations to prevent encroachment or conflicts. 

Without these conditions, the proposed activity risks causing irreversible harm to cultural heritage, the 

environment, and the social fabric of affected communities.
